Step 1: Remove Springs

A. Droop your suspension and remove your springs to gain access 
to the spring perch.  This process may include disconnecting 
shocks, sway-bar links, track-bar, and/or  steering drag link.

B. Center a Bump Stop Disk on the top 
of the spring perch and mark the 
center of the hole.

C. Drill a hole at the marked location.

D. Select the appropriate Screw length so that the 
threads stick out of the bottom Disks

Place the assembled Bump Stop 
inside the spring before re-installing. Re-install
